2. Keynote speech to the *"14th International Oil Summit*

Delivered by HE Abdalla S. EI-Badri, OPEC Secretary General, at the OPEC-IEA-
IEF Session of the 14th International Oil Summit, Paris, France, 4 April 2013

Excellencies, ladies and gentlemen, Good morning. | would like to begin by thanking the
organizers of this event for inviting me to the 14th International Oil Summit. | have been asked
to share with you - and my colleagues here in the IEA and IEF - our views on the global energy
future. Let me begin by taking you back to the past. Energy has positively impacted the lives of
billions over the centuries, especially after the discovery and utilization of fossil fuels. It has
provided heat, light and mobility, and been central to the development of the industrial
civilization as we know it today. And it will be just as important to our future economic and
social progress. Therefore we need all sources of energy - old and new - and it is easy to under-
stand why. Firstly, world population is expected to reach around 9 billion by 2040, an increase of
over 1.8 billion from today's level. Secondly, the global economy will rebound in the longer
term. Of course, | cannot stand here and say the current economic outlook is rosy, but we should
be optimistic about the future. Thirdly, passenger car ownership rates are expected to more than
double by 2035, from around 900 million today to close 1.8 billion by 2035. And fourthly, with
around three billion people living on less than two dollars 50 cents per day, 1.4 billion people
having no access to electricity and some 2.7 billion relying on biomass for their basic needs,
there is huge potential for socio-economic development. All this underlines that world energy
demand is set to grow. In OPEC's most recent World Oil Outlook, world energy demand in 2035
increases by 54 per cent over the period 2010-to-2035. With this figure in mind, there is clearly
room for all energies. There are great prospects for the industry. Nonetheless, it is vital that we
fully understand which energies will form the core of our future? And which energies will play a
more complementary role? | should add that none of us can make accurate predictions. We don't
have crystal balls! Over time, opinions can shift, new realities can set in, and of course, we can
expect many challenges and uncertainties on the path ahead. However, there is no doubt that we
can determine some ‘'basic realities’ about the shape of our energy future. Renewables, mainly
wind, solar, small hydro and geothermal, are expected to grow at around 8 per cent per year,
often as a result of government support and incentives. Renewables certainly hold promise, but
globally its share in the energy mix will be at 3.5 per cent by 2035, given its low initial base.

Biofuels are expected to expand their role - supported by direct and indirect government
subsidies - but not at levels once assumed. For first-generation biofuels, there remain serious
concerns over the competition between food and fuel, as well as due to impacts on biodiversity,
greenhouse gas emissions and water resources. Last year, here in the European Union a 5 per
cent cap was placed on the amount of biofuels in the EU's 2020 transport mix over concerns
about using food-based crops for fuel. Second and third generation biofuels can overcome some
of these concerns, but they are still far from being available for commercial use. For nuclear,
there remain challenges such as high upfront costs, long-lead times, operational safety,
decommissioning, waste management and public acceptance. Despite these, nuclear is expected
to see some expansion, although its overall share drops slightly to six per cent by 2035. In terms
of fossil fuels, they currently account for 87 per cent of global energy demand and will still make
up 82 per cent by 2035. Of all fossil fuels, natural gas is expected to witness the fastest growth
rate, at close to 2.5 per cent annually. And its overall share in the fuel mix rises from 23 per cent
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today to 26 per cent by 2035. The increase will be driven primarily by the expansion of natural
gas in the power generation sector. Whether gas experiences a 'golden age' remains to be seen. It
will clearly be dependent on price, profitability and sustainability. Coal also witnesses some
growth, but over the forecast period its overall share falls slightly and by 2035 it will be at a
similar level to

oil. Its future prospects will be impacted by the extent to which costs are attached to
carbon emissions, as well as from competition with other sources of electricity generation,
notably gas. For oil, although its overall fuel share falls from 35 per cent to just over 27 per cent
between 2010 and 2035, demand still increases by more than 20 million barrels a day over this
period. It will eventually reach over 107 million barrels a day by 2035. The reality is that fossil
fuels will remain dominant in meeting energy demand for the foreseeable future. We also have
the resources to meet future demand. But obviously we need to turn these resources into supply.
This requires technology and investment. And, of course, in this regard, we need to think about
the price. The key question is: what price is required to make each energy economically viable? |
am sure we all appreciate that every energy, and every investment project, has a break-even cost
associated with it. Whether producing conventional oil and gas, coal, Canadian oil sands, ultra-
deep offshore oil, renewables or biofuels there is an associated marginal cost. So what is the
potential impact of lower prices? If prices fall below certain levels, then many investors will find
their developments no longer viable. And if low prices lead to energy investments across the
world being put on hold or cancelled altogether, then there is the potential to sow the seeds for
extreme high oil prices in the future, if a lack of investment leads to supply failing to keep up
with future demand increases. This has happened in the past. It underscores the importance of a
stable and fair price for all - one that is satisfactory for both producers and consumers and allows
the energy industry and the global economy to grow. It matters to every one of us. Extreme
prices - either too high or too low - not only affect producers, but also consumers, and the global
economy as a whole. Before I finish, allow me to touch upon one issue that have been asked
about on numerous occasions over the past year: tight oil and shale gas. We welcome energy
diversity and an expanded energy mix. Shale gas and tight oil are positive additions. And in the
US they are certainly having an impact. However, they too have an associated marginal cost; one
that is higher than for conventional fossil fuels. We have already seen a slowdown in US shale
gas drilling as natural gas prices fell. And in addition, we need to be careful in estimating their
potential. There have been reports that shale wells can drop off by as much as 60-90% within the
first year. Excellencies, ladies and gentlemen, Of course, our energy future will also be shaped
by other issues and challenges such as those related to the global economy, the environment and
human resources, but these are for another day. To sum up, the 'basic realities' I have touched
upon today are: The future will be dominated by fossil fuels. Renewables and other alternatives
will play a role, but they will be supportive. It is important to recognize the different break-even
price levels for the various energies. We believe current price levels are supportive of the energy
future we portray, and will not harm the global economy. And it is clear the future is a shared
one. There is no country, region or continent that can act alone. It is about interdependence, not
in-dependence. While none of us can plot the exact path of our energy future, I am sure we all
recognize these 'basic realities’ and what has been central to much of what | have talked about:
the importance of stability. This will always be paramount to delivering a sustainable energy
future. Thank you.

3. Sir Arthur Conan Doyle “How it Happened”.Fight the Flames

Every year we see the destruction of countless forests and their wildlife as a result of forest
fires which could have and should have been prevented. However, year after year forests
continue to go up in flames adding to the problems of widescale deforestation and the
greenhouse effect. Fortunately though, there are several solutions which could lead to a huge
reduction in the number of forest fires.

Oddly enough, the people who usually start forest fires don’t even mean to. They do this
by dropping cigarettes or leaving camp fires unattended without considering the consequences.
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For this problem we should start by trying to raise public awareness. For example the forestry
commission could put up more signs warning people of the dangers of smoking or lighting fires
in forests and place heavy fines on those who do not obey these warnings. Similarly the
government could fund advertising campaigns urging people to protect their country’s forests.
Furthermore schools could teach children from an early age about the damage caused

by forest fires.

Another suggestion is to increase the punishment for arsonists. This would hopefully result
in their thinking twice before deliberately setting fire to trees.

Finally the government should increase funding to the fire service. Consequently special
water carrying aeroplanes could be bought to transport large loads of water to forest fires where
it can be quickly deposited.

By putting into effect these solutions we stand a good chance of helping not only to save
our forests but also to reduce the amount of carbon dioxide in the atmosphere and as a
consequence lay the way for a pollution-free future.

4. China increases investment in iron ore mining

Reportedly, China will invest approximately $1,000-1,250 million in iron ore mining
during the next five years in an effort to maintain a stable growth of the country’s iron and steel
industry.

According to Shen Dehao, an official from the Ministry of Metallurgical Industry, the idea
is to finance the construction of eight new mines and expand five old ones; it is hoped that these
13 projects will achieve the iron and steel industry’s target of producing 70 Mt of steel by 1995.

The eight planned mines will be located near to iron and steel companies, such as Anshan
and Benxi in Liaoning province, Wuhan in Hubei province and Ma’ Anshjan in Anhui province;
while the expansion project includes mines operated by the Anshan iron and steel works, the
Capital Iron and Steel Company, in Beijing and steel works in Hebei province and Chong-quing
iron and steel works in Suchuan province.

5. Civil Law and Social Justice

The problems to which the principles of civil law apply are not abstract. They are the
problems people face as constituents of a broad civil society. Today, following the establishment
over the last thirty years of an extensive range of rights and obligations related to child support,
education, employment, debt, health, housing, and welfare benefits, these problems involve
numerous issues of basic social well-being. This does not mean that legal process provides the
best, a good, or even a sensible means through which to resolve particular ‘justiciable’ problems.
Many alternative means of resolution exist. Resolutions may be brought about through
governmental, rather than individual, action. However, the existence of a defining framework of
civil law applicable to many problems of everyday social life and social well-being, and the
possibilities for utilizing legal services and process to reach solutions to such justiciable
problems, mean that the infrastructure of civil justice today plays an important role in realizing
social justice. Also, especially as those who experience justiciable problems ‘often experience a
problem more than once and more than one type of problem’, this infrastructure plays an
important role in efforts to tackle ‘social exclusion’ - the ‘shorthand term for what can happen
when people or areas suffer from a combination of linked problems such as unemployment, poor
skills, low incomes, poor housing, high crime, bad health and family breakdown’. This link
between the infrastructure of civil justice - which comprises courts, tribunals, professional and
lay legal services, “problem noticers’, and professional and public legal education - and social
exclusion is becoming increasingly recognized. Explicit reference was made to it in the 1998
government white paper Modernising Justice. That heralded the Access to Justice Act 1999 and
the establishment of a Legal Services Commission with responsibility to strategically develop a
Community Legal Service focused on the issues that affect the everyday lives of the
‘disadvantaged and socially excluded’. The Legal Services Commission’s corporate plan refers
to the Community Legal Service as being ‘a component of a wider government programme
aimed at creating a fair and inclusive society’.

Niedrige und hohe Gebirgsziige
wechseln mit Hochflachen, Stufenlandern, Hiigel-, Berg- und Seelandschaften sowie weiten, of-
fenen Ebenen. Den meisten Teil des Landes machen die Mittelgebirge aus. Ihre Gipfel* sind
zwischen 800 und 1500 Metern hoch. Einige Gebirgsziige sind besonders bekannt, zum Beispiel
der Harz, der Thiringer Wald, der Bayerische Wald. Die wichtigsten Flisse sind der Rhein mit
seinen Nebenflissen, der Mosel, dem Neckar und dem Main, die Donau, die Elbe, die Oder, die
Weser. Der Rhein miindet in die Nordsee und ist fr den Schiffsverkehr sehr wichtig. Die Donau
flieBt von Westen nach Osten und verbindet Deutschland mit Osterreich und den Léandern
Stideuropas. Die Elbe mindet in die Nordsee. Klimatisch liegt Deutschland im Bereich der
gemaRigt kihlen Westwindzone* zwischen dem Atlantischen Ozean und dem Kontinentalklima
im Osten. Niederschlage fallen zu allen Jahreszeiten. Im Win

ter schwankt die Durchschnittstemperatur zwischen 1,5 Grad Celsius im Tiefland und mi-
nus 6 Grad im Gebirge. Die Mittelwerte liegen bei 18 Grad Celsius im Tiefland und bei 20 Grad
in den Talern des Sudens. Deutsch gehort zur Gruppe der germanischen Sprachen und ist mit der
danischen, der norwegischen und der schwedischen Sprachen, mit dem Niederlandischen und
Flamischen, aber auch mit dem Englischen verwandt*. Deutschland ist reich an Dialekten.

Der deutsche Wortschatz wird nach der Meinung der Germanisten auf 300 000 bis 400 000
Worter geschatzt. Die Deutschen nutzen in ihren téglichen Gesprachen* nur etwa drei bis vier
Prozent des Wortschatzes ihrer Muttersprache.

Nach Helmut Walther (Berater der Gesellschaft fur deutsche Sprache) besteht ein normaler
deutscher Text zu 95 Prozent aus den 4000 haufigsten Wortern. Schon mit den 2000 h&ufigsten
Wortern sind laut Walther 90 Prozent eines normalen Textes zu verstehen. Substantive machen
die Halfte des Wortschatzes aus, Verben und Adjektive (Adverbien) aber ein Viertel. Wahrend
der deutschen Teilung hatte sich in beiden deutschen Staaten ein unterschiedlicher politischer
Wortschatz entwickelt; auch kamen neue Worter auf. Doch der Grundwortschatz und die
Grammatik blieben in West und Ost gleich.

AuBerhalb Deutschlands wird Deutsch als Muttersprache in Osterreich, in Liechtenstein,
im grofiten Teil der Schweiz, in Sidtirol (Nordteil Italiens) und in kleineren Gebieten in Bel-
gien, Frankreich (Eisass) und Luxemburg entlang der deutschen Grenze gesprochen.

2. DIE HOCHSCHULEN

Die dlteste deutsche Hochschule, die Universitat Heidelberg, wurde 1386 gegriindet.
Mehrere (muorme) andere Universitdten haben bereits ihre Finfhundertjahrfeier hinter
sich (ormerunu), darunter die traditionsreichen Universitdten von Leipzig (gegrindet
1409) und Rostock (gegrundet 1419). Daneben gibt es auch ganz junge Universitaten —
mehr als 20 sind erst nach 1960 gegriindet worden.

Im 19. Jahrhundert und in der ersten Halfte des 20. Jahrhunderts stellte die Universitat Ber-
lin ein Bildungsmuster dar (Cumrancs), sie war von Wilhelm von Humboldt 1810 gegrindet
worden. Neben den alten Universitaten entstanden technische Hochschulen, pédagogische
Hochschulen und - insbesondere in den 70er und 80er Jahren des 20. Jahrhunderts - Fach-
hochschulen. Die Hochschulen sind - mit Ausnahme (3a uckarouenuem) einiger privater, insbe-
sondere kirchlicher Hochschulen und der Bundeswehrhochschulen - Einrichtungen (yupexme-
uusi) der Lander. Die Bundesregierung bestimmt die allgemeinen Prinzipien des Hochschulwe-
sens; sie nimmt aber insbesondere an der Finanzierung des Hochschulbaus und der Hochschulre-
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form teil.

Die Hochschule hat das Recht der Selbstverwaltung (camoynpasienune). Die Hochschule
wird von einem Rektor oder Prasidenten geleitet, der auf mehrere Jahre gewahlt wird.

Das Studium an diesen Hochschulen wird mit der Diplom-, Magisteroder Staatspriifung
abgeschlossen. Danach ist eine weitere Qualifizierung bis zur Doktorprifung (Promotion)
maoglich.

Die Fachhochschulen als jingster Hochschultyp ermdglichen vor allem in den Bereichen
Ingenieurwesen, Wirtschaft, Sozialwesen, Design und / Landwirtschaft eine starker praxisbezo-
gene (mpuxmagroe) Ausbildung, / die mit einer Diplomprifung abschlie3t. Fast jeder dritte
Studienanfanger (maunnaromuii cryaent) wahlt heute diesen Hochschultyp.

In zwei Bundeslandern gibt es seit den 70er Jahren Gesamthochschulen (o0miue BbicIHEe
mkosel). Sie umfassen verschiedene Hochschulformen unter einem Dach (mox oaHo# Kpbitieit).
Aber dieses Modell hat keine weite Verbreitung gefunden. Neu fir die Bundesrepublik war
1976 auch die Fernuniversitat Hagen. Sie hat derzeit fast 50 000 Studierende.

In der Gestaltung (opranuzanuu) ihres Studiums sind die Studenten traditionell recht frei.
Fur viele Studiengénge (xypcos) werden zwar Lehrplane ausgearbeitet und Zwischenprifungen
geplant, doch konnen die Studenten in vielen Studiengdngen selbst entscheiden, welche Facher
und Lehrveranstaltungen (¢bopmsr 00yuenus) sie wéhlen.

Wenn die Studenten oder ihre Eltern die Kosten fur den Lebensunterhalt nicht tragen kon-
nen (He Mory onnatutb), gibt es die Moglichkeit, nach dem Bundesausbildungsgesetz Forder-
ungsbetrége (moranuu) zu erhalten. Die Halfte wird als Stipendium gezahlt, die andere Halfte als
Darlehen (cyocuaust), das nach Aufnahme der Berufstatigkeit zurlickgezahlt wird.

Seit langem wird eine Reform des Studiums vorbereitet, die vor allem die Studienzeit
verkurzen soll. Heute verbringt ein Student durchschnittlich 14 Semester, also sieben Jahre, an
der Universitat.

Deutschland verfugt tber einen hohen Wissens- und Ausbildungsstandard. An den 343
Hochschulen (darunter Universitaten, Kunst- und Fachhochschulen) studieren tber 1,5 Millio-
nen Manner und Frauen. Die Bundesregierung will vor allem die Kompetenz Deutschlands in
Bio- und Informationstechnologien ausbauen.
